When she received the course, 

Sianeth was a woman marked by 

a past of physical and verbal 

abuse. However, God restored her 

heart and the impact was so 

profound that she decided to 

dedicate her life to the service of 

indigenous communities alongside 

our organization. 

During this course, Sianeth shared 

with the students her testimony 

and the story of Mary and Martha 

told in Luke 10:38-42. While 

recounting her experience, one of 

the students expressed her desire 

to leave her fears behind and 

move forward, showing how God 

continues to restore hearts.
